The person at poolside should be able to see all children and young people in the pool and be
able to effect a rescue in the event of someone getting into difficulties and summon the emergency
services if needed.  I’m afraid that you will not be permitted to visit our pool ifthis hasn’t been completed 
and returned.

Can I please remind everyone that we would appreciate a donation of £5.00 per family per swim to help
us cover costs (there is a collection tin in the pool area) and the pool is to be vacated by 12.30.

We have had some very expensive and sophisticated sound and light equipment installed in the pool area.
Sunday swimmers should not use this equipment unless they have received training. If any parents would
like to undertake training, this can be organised. Please ring the school to enquire.
